Children's Act 2004

» Children's Act 2004 - provides legislative
framework for ECM

- Section 10 - probation relevant partner to LA
with duty to co-operate and make arrangements
to improve children’'s well-being

- Section 11 - places a duty on NPS to make
arrangements to ensure that in discharging
their functions they have regard to the need to
safequard and promote the welfare of children
